The USPS PMG “Jack” Potter
is looking for ways to cut
costs at all levels of his de-
partment. From top to bottom.
Well, almost the bottom.

One place where it is going to
be tough to cut back, is the
delivery of mail to the Havasu-
pai Indian Reservation, in Su-
pai, Arizona. Because the res-
ervation is located deep below
the South rim of the Grand
Canyon. It is so remote it can
only be reached by mule train.
It is the most remote trail and
is the last route of mule train
delivery of mail in the United
States.

The only way in and out is an
8 mile trail on foot or by mule.

Helicopters and air drops
don’t work, so the only way is
by mule and it takes about 5
hours per trip, 5 days a week.
They have been the first com-
munity to be on 5 day delivery
for along time now.

The US Postal Service First
Class postage increase, in
these times, has been the hot
story of the moment in philat-
ely, and the “Forever Stamp”
is the hot selling item at the
post office.
